BRCA Proposals for 2012
1.
Format series change for BRCA National Championship and all associated Championships (Clubman, Junior and Over 40s).

Context

This proposal has been put forward by the BRCA Rallycross Committee on the basis of an initial proposal from Brennan Ralls and Jon Hazelwood (many thanks to both for their input).  

The proposal also takes the feedback from the year-end questionnaire which gave good guidance on what the majority of competitors wanted for next year, in particular to ensure the current 2 day format was largely maintained.
Therefore the recent Committee meeting prior to the AGM considered the current 2 day format and adapted in line with the new proposal received, as well as other considerations on how best to run the events/series from an organisational perspective.

There will no doubt be some refinements at the end of 2012 but it should not be underestimated the size of change this would bring to the Section and the Rule Book for 2012.
With that in mind the AGM meeting is strongly recommended to vote for/against the proposal as it stands.  The Chairman will ask for a mandate from the meeting to allow the Secretary/Chairman to ensure the intention of the proposal is reflected across the entire Rule Book for 2012 subsequent to the AGM, rather than each line of the Rule Book being amended at the meeting itself.
Proposal: Key Intention

To move from the current 8 meeting series, comprising of one 2 day meeting and seven 1 day meetings to solely a 2 day format series.
New Format proposal
· Series to comprise of four 2 day meetings, with 66% of scoring events to count         (i.e. 3 from 4).
· Intention to run meetings in May, June, July and September – avoiding bank holidays.

Meeting format to be:-

· Two or three rounds of practice (dependent on entry level).
· Five rounds of qualifying (with 3 to count).
· Double sided “Christmas tree” finals format.

Day 1

· Briefing starts 9:45am - allow for people to get there that day rather than previous day.
· Start 10am with practice.
· Run two or three practice rounds (dependent on meeting entry size).
· Run four rounds of qualifying.
· End day approx 17:45 – 18:15. 

Day 2

· Start 8am.
· Run one round of qualifying.
· Run finals from 1/64 through to semi finals.
· All sub-finals to be 20mins.
· Grand Final of 45mins.
· 14 car finals with top 4 to bump up (or top 5 dependent on exact entry).
· Top 7 from each semi into main final (no direct qualifier to main).
· Scruitineering to take place on bump up cars.
· Marshal final after your race (i.e. non-bump ups marshal as per current 1 day rules).
· End day approx 16:45 – 17:15 (earlier finish allows people to get home in good time).
· Dead time between practice and qualifying rounds to be built in; and also between finals, so as to create more relaxed feel and time for announcements to be heard etc.

· [NB: Entry fee does not form part of this proposal but is coming later – for info, this will recommend a £30 entry fee, or £100 for the full four meeting series (Juniors at 50% discount).]

Alternative proposal
2. 
Rule 9 (and impacts Rule 10 [d]):  One round of practice will be run in heat format (up to 9 heats of 14 cars)…if race entry is less than 99 competitors (which allows 7 practice and qualifying heats to be run) a further round of practice will be run.

To become:-

(Current race meeting format to be maintained but)  Driver entry is limited to 100 competitors with 2 practice rounds to be implemented at all events.

Other Proposals
3. 
Rule 17 [e]:  The rostrum must be a minimum of 40’ in length, 8’ high and be able to accommodate 15 persons safely (i.e. with good margin).  The front must have a safety rail….
To be appended with:-

Host venues for a National event should have/put in place a roof on the rostrum for the event.

Proposed: Tony Truman
Amendment:-

Host venues for a National event should have/put in place a roof on the rostrum for the event – this requirement is desired (but optional) for 2012, but becomes compulsory for 2013.
[NB: Logic for above amendment is to allow venues/clubs time to prepare and/or budget as required.]

4. 
Rule 18 [a]:  All meeting organisers are to provide details of track location….accommodation/camping facilities….
To become:-

Track venues to be asked to complete a questionnaire prior to acceptance by BRCA Committee that they have the necessary facilities to hold a National Championship round.  To include information on track layout, surface, pitting area, car parking area, camping area, toilets, water, refreshments, site accessibility, notice/local restrictions, etc.

Proposals that may be required

NB: The following proposals are dependent on the 2 Day proposal being passed – if the 2 Day meeting proposal is rejected these will not be required/relevant.
5.  
Rule 5 [b]:  Entries are to be sent with the entry fee of £15.00 [£10.00 Juniors] direct to the Entry Secretary… Entries for the two day National Meeting are to be sent with an entry fee of £25.00 [£16.00 Juniors].

To become:-

Entries are to be sent with the entry fee of £30.00 [£15.00 Juniors] direct to the Entry Secretary…. Those drivers wishing to enter all four meetings of the BRCA Rallycross Series at the start of the season can do so with a total entry fee for the Series of £100.00 [£50.00 Juniors].
Proposed: Committee
6.  
Rule 2B:  A fuel tank capacity of 125 cubic centimetres… Any tank…that is found to exceed the maximum capacity shall be removed from the car and inspected for a second time after a “cool down” period of 15 minutes.

To become:-

Any tank…that is found to exceed the maximum capacity shall be removed from the car and inspected for a second time after a “cool down” period of 10 minutes.

[Note: this rule change will be needed to enable re-testing between bump up finals as planned on 2 day format proposal, i.e. 15 mins will be too long]
7.  Request: The AGM meeting gives the Chairman/Secretary the mandate to adopt the intention of the 2 day proposal fully in the Rule Book as required.

Proposed: Committee

Proposals that may not be required

NB: The following proposal is dependent on the 2 Day proposal being rejected – if the 2 Day meeting proposal is passed this will not be required/relevant.

8. 
Rule 11 [a]:  On completion of all qualifying rounds, the top 114 point scorers will be in placed in order….No.1 in the A Final, down to the 114th points’ scorer who will run as No. 14 in the K final…

To become:-

On completion of all qualifying rounds, all competitors should have a final.
